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Public Records

(13) "Public record" includes, but is 

not limited to, any writing containing 

information relating to the conduct or 

administration of the public's business 

------------- regardless of physical form 

or characteristics.



Public Records

(16) "Writing" includes, but is not 

limited to, handwriting, 

typewriting, printing, photostating, 

photographing and every means 

of recording, including letters, 

words, pictures, sounds or 

symbols ----------
